Schools shall be bound by the provisions of the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education

Act, 1, 2009 (Schedule 1) and the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009

(Schedule 2).
The school shall admit at least 25 per cent of the approved number of students in Class 1 to children

from weaker sections and disadvantaged groups in the neighbourhood and provide free education

to them till they complete their primary education. The same criteria will be followed for admission
to pre-primary classes.
The expenses of the children referred to in paragraph 3 shall be reimbursed in accordance with

section 12 (2). The school will open a separate bank account for such reimbursement.
The school/institute will not charge capitation fee in any way for admission and will not force the
child or the parents to go through the screening process.
The school shall not deny admission to any child for lack of proof of age, or on the grounds of sex,
religion, caste, place of birth.
The school shall take care of the following:

i) No child shall fail in any class or be expelled from the school till he completes his primary
education.

ii) No child shall be physically punished or subjected to mental torture.
iii) Every child completing primary education will not be required to pass the public external
